The illustrations
are gently humorous, while the simple text affirms the importance of knowing who
you are and being open to change. Without making unrealistic promises, this story
reassures children that, with time, they can adapt to any new environment and make
new friends to explore it with. And if, as happens to the little duck in this story, those
new friends have to leave, the child, like the little duck, will be able to greet the next
wave of newcomers with compassion and generosity.
